The biggest challenge
was the head. Finding a well-shaped face that looks
realistic was very difficult, so | experimented a lot over a
long period until | found it.

Revered as sacred animals and deities in ancient Egypt
as far back as 12,000 years ago, cats gradually began
to ingratiate themselves into human settlements when
agricultural societies started to form in the Middle East,
around 9,000 years ago.

As anyone who has been pinned down
by a purring house cat can confirm, the
soothing sound and subtle vibrations can
work wonders to calm our nervous system
after a long day. Don't have a cat? Luckily,
the internet was invented just for cat
videos (wasn't it?), and recent research
shows that watching cat videos online for
just a few minutes a day can boost your
energy and positivity, and reduce stress.
No wonder they're so irresistible!




MAJESTIC

Black-and-white tuxedo cats are commonly found all over
the world. They do not belong to a specific breed, they just
happen to be bi-coloured with a coat pattern that looks like
they're wearing a tiny tuxedo and, might we add, a rather
sophisticated-looking one. Like an elegant little butler, they
will also, occasionally, proudly leave you little 'treats’ of
various categories when you least expect it. While a cat's
coat colour is no sure sign of its personality (typically, the
breed is a more reliable indicator), tuxedo cats are often
super friendly and sociable with their human family, curious,
distinctly playful and outgoing.

Your new LEGO® cat is guaranteed to be housebroken and will
sit anywhere it fits. If you can find something square for it to
sit on, it will be very happy. Or you could keep the box and
create a truly authentic display for it.

“Damien did an amazing job capturing this classiccat pose, which
could either be interpreted as 'I'm patiently waiting for my dinner
to be served' or 'I'm silently judging you, human'. Who knows?
Damien's original model was initially based on a mix between
a Siamese and a Birman cat and was later updated to a black-
and-white version. We really fell for both versions but ultimately
decided to continue with this colour combination as it is instantly
recognisable as a popular family pet.

"We developed the final model to be builtin segments to make the
building experience and assembly a fun and intuitive process. We
created a variety of new elements, like a 45-degree bow element
to recreate an authentic cat shape. Depending on what mood
your LEGO® cat is in, you can adjust its design and pose to create
a new expression. The eyes are important graphic elements that
let you choose your cat's eye colour (yellow or blue) or one of
each colour to recreate the commonly seen heterochromia eyes.
You can turn the eye elements to change your cat's expression
from serene to surprised. The mouth can be built open or
closed, you can adjust the ears, front paws and the articulation
at the end of the tail, and you can turn the head from side to
side which, incidentally, makes it sound like your cat is purring!"
